and the metal lid reaffixed for storage.
e For colors requiring more than 3 coats to achieve position, reduction can be lowered to ¥z part. A
separate let down panel is suggested, more blend room may be required.

Flash 3 — 5 minutes between coats (no stringing).

Tips for Success:

Apply a tack coat over the entire repair area and allow to flash approximately 1 minute.
Apply the first coat of ChromaSystem™ Midcoat over the blended basecoat.
Extend each coat until color match determined by let-down panel is achieved.

¢ Do not extend the ChromaSystem™ Midcoats to the end of the blend panel.
