Shake the can or allow the can to 
rest for a few minutes to re-establish pressure.  

 Clear the pick-up tube between applications to reduce clogging.  

 Invert the can and purge the paint in the pick-up tube with short bursts from the spray 
head until the spray fan is clear.
