COMPONENTS
Wet bed-intercoat clear: Mix 2 parts NasonXL Blending Additive 442-56 to 1 part Nason XL
Reducer (447-65, 447-75, or 447-85).

Translucent blending procedure: Add equal amounts of reduced NasonXL Blending Additive
442-56 to the remaining reduced NasonXL basecoat and mix well. This creates a
translucent basecoat to be used in the blending process only, when spraying difficult colors.

Option for longer re-coating: Add 5% hardener to premixed basecoat

RECOAT

Blending Additive must be clearcoated for durability. Allow Blending Additive and basecoat
to thoroughly flash before applying clearcoat. Apply clearcoat within 12 hours or extend up
to 24 hours when hardener is added to the basecoat. Cooler temperatures may require
longer flash times.
